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Neptune Township Police Arrest Four in Drug Bust

(Neptune, NJ) - On 2/22/17, after a two month drug distribution investigation, the Neptune Township
Police Department’s Street Crimes Unit executed a search warrant at a residence on the 400 Block of
Drummond Ave. Arrested during the warrant were Michael Irish, 33 year old male from Neptune; Keven
Moore, 27 year old male from Neptune; Kadon Vick, 25 year old female from Neptune and Carol Rainey, 27
year old female from Red Bank.

During the search warrant police netted 15 Bricks of Heroin, Cocaine and Crack Cocaine, Drug
Paraphernalia (including scales and packaging material) and seized $2,476.00 in currency.

All subjects were charged with Possession of Heroin, Possession of Heroin with the Intent to Distribute,
Possession of Cocaine, Possession of Cocaine with the Intent to Distribute, Possession of Crack Cocaine,
Possession of Crack Cocaine with the Intent to Distribute, Maintaining a Fortified Structure while
Distributing/Possessing with the Intent to Distribute and Possession of Drug Paraphernalia.

Rainey and Vick were released on summonses while Irish and Moore were transported to MCCI awaiting a
bail hearing.
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
